   Search me, Oh God  
       and Know My Heart!

In the journey of the Israelites from Egypt to the 
promise land of Canaan, there were three outstanding 
characters mentioned in the Bible. Moses, who was 
faithful to all God’s household (Num 12:7); Caleb, 
who followed God wholeheartedly (Num 14:24); and 
Joshua, who stated that for him and his household, 
they would serve the Lord (Josh.
